1. Course description:

This course is designed to enhance and strengthen language proficiency at the B1 level of the Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR). It develops skills in reading, writing, listening, and speaking, with a focus on grammar, vocabulary, and pronunciation. Students engage in activities such as vocabulary enrichment, interaction with genuine audio materials, structured discussions on real-world topics, and dialogue creation. The course also involves the analysis of texts that reflect real-life contexts and learning objectives. By completing the course, students achieve proficient intermediate-level English and can apply their skills effectively in everyday and professional settings. The Perspectives textbook by National Geographic Learning provides practical skills and a range of authentic texts, including TED Talks, to support a culturally immersive learning experience.

7. Course assessment guidelines:
· Group Project - students work in groups on a project chosen by the lecturer and students, which may involve either reading a book or watching a movie in English. They then prepare and present their findings through discussions, performances, posts on social media, or creative presentations. The assessment is based on the rubrics available here: Group project assessment rubrics
· Listening and Reading Test (paper-based) - students complete multiple-choice questions, answer open-ended questions, identify true or false statements, and perform gap-filling exercises.
· Grammar and Vocabulary Test (paper-based) - students complete comprehension tasks, including multiple-choice questions, short-answer questions, and gap-filling exercises.
· Writing (opinion essay) - students write an opinion essay on one of the 2 given topics. The assessment is based on the rubrics available here:Rubrics for essay.docx
· Speaking test - students speak on a topic by answering questions from a randomly chosen card and answering additional questions asked by the lecturer.The assessment is based on the rubrics available here: Rubrics for Speaking .docx
8. Formal paper submission policy:

Completion: All reading, listening, writing, speaking tests, project works, and assignments must be completed during the scheduled class time.
Submission: Tests, projects, and assignments cannot be completed or submitted after the class period.


9. Grading scale:
Final Grade for the Discipline
There is no traditional final exam.
1. Your final exam percentage grade is based on two summative assessments’ average score (SA1 and SA2) completed during the course.
2. Summative Assessments (SA1 and SA2): Each contributes 30%, making up a total of 60%. The Average Score: (SA1 + SA2) / 2 is used as the final assessment component, contributing 40% to your final grade.
3. In Canvas System:
SA1 and SA2 scores are recorded as 30% each.
The average of SA1 and SA2 is used to account for 40% of your final grade. No additional attendance for a final exam is required.

10. Academic Behavior Policy:
· Group Reassignment:
Students are allowed to change a group during the Add/Drop period (the exact date of the period is outlined in the Academic Calendar). To change a group, students are recommended to talk to the instructor of a course that they registered for. After receiving the approval for group change from the instructor, they should contact the administration of the Interdisciplinary Education Center.
· Attendance:
According to the Academic Policy of Narxoz University, attendance is mandatory. If students attend less than 80% of the total number of classes, they are not allowed to take the final exam and will not be awarded ECTS credit points.
· Absence:
If a student is absent from class, the instructor marks the student as absent. All missed classes and assignments must be independently studied and completed. Medical certificates or other documents substantiating the reason for absence will not be accepted by either the instructor or the Dean's Office. Any missed work cannot be made up, and absence from 20% or more of classes results in course failure. In cases of exceptional circumstances, such as the death of a family member or unavoidable events like a flood or other dangerous situations, the instructor may consider the absence, but this discretion is limited to a maximum of 6 academic hours.
· Late arrivals:
Students must come to class on time. Students who arrive more than 15 minutes late after the start of the class are marked as "Absent."
The instructor has the right to refuse entry to the class or permit the student to join, depending on the situation.
· Participation:
Students must participate fully in every class. While attendance is crucial, merely being in class does not constitute “Participation”. Participation means coming to class prepared to learn, ask questions and interact, practise with the exercises provided by the course book, and take part in discussions and debates.
· Preparing for class:
At least one hour of study outside of class is recommended for each academic hour spent in class. If students invest less time in academic work, it may result in lower grades. Language learning requires a very substantial amount of time.
· Communication with the Instructor:
Students must communicate with the instructor only via corporate email. Sending requests for additional points is strictly prohibited, as all students are treated equally in accordance with university policy. Additionally, students are not allowed to send any messages to instructors’ private numbers through WhatsApp, Telegram, or any other channels. If a student sends such messages, the instructor will report the student to the School of Arts and Social Sciences, which may result in disciplinary action.
11. Academic Conduct Policy:

· The syllabus outlines the study plan for the course. The instructor may make changes during the learning process and will upload the updated version to the LMS Canvas platform if any modifications are made.
· Students must familiarize themselves with the syllabus, which outlines all course requirements. They are required to make copies of materials and bring them to class. If a student arrives without the necessary copies and uses their phone, they will receive “0” points for “Participation”.
· Upon completion of the course, the student receives admission to the final examination provided they attend at least 80% of the classes. If attendance falls below 80%, results from SA1 and SA2 are invalidated, and the student is ineligible for the final exam
· The instructor keeps a report on the student’s progress and attendance in the LMS Canvas platform, where, according to the results of the study program, the final decision on admission/not admission to the exam is automatically displayed.
· The student must follow the Code of Ethics accepted at Narxoz University and
familiarize themselves with the “Academic Integrity Policy” outlined in the Code of Ethics.
· The student must not use phones during class for talking, texting, or other activities. Any use of phones during class may lead to consequences as determined by the instructor.
· The student is prohibited from sending assignments via messaging apps (e.g., WhatsApp, Telegram). Assignments submitted through these channels are not reviewed and considered valid for assessment purposes by the Instructor.
